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Jesus said don't be afraid!!

This is a statement that many deal with today. Living in fear
seems to be the norm for many people.

talking layoffs at work

flare-ups in the middle east

struggling economy

fear of being sued

fear of finishing last

fear of being the new kid on the block

» fearing the sound of the clock as it ticks us closer to the grave

So many today are controlled by this fear that it truly controls their life. As we wonder
why the world is the way it is let us remember...

» Fear never wrote a symphony or poem
» Fear never negotiated a peace treaty, or cured a disease
» Fear never pulled a family out of poverty or put a marriage back together

Courage and faith in God does these things. The one statement Jesus made more than
any other was “don't be afraid.” The Bible says that we, the church, are to be separated
from the things of the world. But how often do we find ourselves in the same situation
the disciples were in. The ones who knew Christ, had a relationship with Christ, are the
one’s who feared the most. They saw the miracles, they saw the healings, and they saw
the dead brought back to life, but still when courage and faith were supposed to be in
operation they were controlled by fear.

Fear creates a form of spiritual amnesia. We are fine until something happens
and then we forget who Jesus is. When fear controls your life, safety becomes your god.
When safety becomes your god you begin to live a risk free life. And this is where I be-
lieve the church has found itself today. Instead of walking in faith, believing God is in
charge, we want to live in the safety of what we can control. And when we can't control
it fear moves in and controls our lives. The disciples were fine on the boat as long as
they were in charge. But the moment the storm moved in and began to take control of
the boat, instead of operating in the faith they had in Jesus fear moved in and took con-
trol of the situation. How often do you find yourself in this same situation, operating in
fear instead of faith, being controlled by fear instead of being controlled by the Spirit?

Fear serves a healthy function when you control it instead of allowing it to control
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you.
» Fear keeps a child from running across a busy roadway
» Fear keeps you from getting bit by a growling dog
» Fear keeps you from putting your hand on a hot fire

So fear itself is not a sin. But when fear controls you instead of you controlling the fear it
will lead to sin. I believe many are not where they are supposed to be in their relation-
ship with God because of fear.

Jesus said don't be afraid. So I encourage you to not be afraid to go where God
wants to take you. Don't be afraid to receive what He has for you. Don't be afraid to
give Him all you have and all you want to be. Live in faith not in fear.
